EMBRACING YOUR CROSS

We often speak of the “crosses” we
must carry in life. These can range from loss of
a job to a serious or terminal illness to
unhealthy relationships, and so on. The cross
has become the wide-ranging metaphor for the
trials, ills, and discomforts that are part and
parcel of every human life. While we all
understand this use of the word “cross,” it does
a disservice to what the Jesus of the Gospels
means by it. For him, a “cross” is not
something that fate, bad luck, or unfortunate
circumstances foists upon one. It is, instead,
something one chooses, something one
embraces.

For Jesus, carrying the cross in
discipleship was the rejection of earthly
possessions or status, it was the sundering of
bonds of kinship or friendship. It was, above
all, the necessary kind of self-sacrificing, self-
surrendering choice one had to make in order
to be a true disciple. When life hands us a
“cross,” we pray to the Lord to give us strength
to bear it. If we are to be true disciples, we
must also pray for the strength to reach out and
willingly accept a cross as well. To bear up,
with God’s grace, under the burdens that are
not of our own choosing does take a strong
faith. But to walk willingly under the weight of
the cost of discipleship shows an even stronger
desire to spread the gospel of Jesus Christ

The 2010 Pakistan floods began in July 2010 following

heavy monsoon rains. Flooding has caused destruction from the
northern mountain regions to wheat fields in the south.

The United Nations estimates that over two thousand people have
died, more than twenty million people are impacted (injured, dis-
placed) and at least 4 million are homeless as a result of the
flooding, exceeding the combined total of individuals affected by
the 2004 Indian Ocean tsunami, the 2005 Kashmir earth-

quake and the 2010 Haiti earthquake. (The death total for those
disasters were greater, but affected less people overall.) With the
unsanitary and unsafe conditions presently existing, the flooding
will cause hundreds if not thousands of additional deaths.

PHASE 1 DIOCESAN-WIDE PARISH PLANNING PROCESS BEGINS SEPTEMBER 2010
Last week’s bulletin insert addressed the good news in parish planning. This week’s questions are about
wisdom and prayer.

Q #5: What is the “grass-roots” approach to
parish planning all about?

A: No one better knows the situation of local

communities than the people who live in them. The local knowledge and wisdom of parishioners

is vital to work out various scenarios of inter-parish cooperation. It will be the responsibility of local leader-
ship, guided by the planning process, to prayerfully construct the best possible plan to present to the Bishop
in Advent 2011.

Q #6: How is prayer part of the planning process?

A: The Planning Commission begins each of its meetings with a long period of prayer. Many times it takes
the form of prayerfully listening to the words of the Sunday Gospel and discerning the guidance of the Holy

Spirit. The wisdom given by the Holy Spirit is indeed amazing. Prayer is incorporated into each step of the

planning process.

Q #7: How has “transparency” been part of the planning process?

A: The link to the ongoing work of the Planning Commission is on the diocesan website. You will find
minutes of meetings and other information listed. There have also been numerous articles in The Catholic
Messengeinforming parishioners of its work.

Icon of the Nativity of the Mother of God

Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary (September 8)

History

The Feast of the Nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mary was celebrated at least by the sixth century, when
St.Romanos the Melodist, an Eastern Christian who composed many of the hymns used in Eastern Catholic and
Eastern Orthodox liturgies, composed a hymn for the feast, The feast spread to Rome in the seventh century,
but it was a couple more centuries before it was celebrated throughout the West. The source of the story of the
birth of the Blessed Virgin Mary is the Protoevangelium of James, an apocryphal gospel written about A.D.
150. From it, we learn the names of Mary’s parents, Joachim and Anna , as well as the tradition that the couple
was childless until an angel appeared to Anna and told her that she would conceive. The traditional date of the
feast, September 8, falls exactly none months after the feast of the Immaculate Conception of Mary. Perhaps
because of its close proximity to the feast to the Assumption of Mary, the nativity of the Blessed Virgin Mays is
not celebrated today with the same solemnity as the Immaculate Conception. It is none the less, a vary impor-
tant feast, because it prepares the way for the birth of Christ.
